COUNTY- WIDE SEWING CLASS BEING OFFERED FOR 4-Hers AND LEADERS/PARENTS 

Do you want to learn to sew?  Grace Brown is offering free classes to any 4-Her(8 and older) or 

leader/parent in the county that wants to learn the basics of using a pattern to make a garment and 

operating a sewing machine/serger.  The projects will be a sweatshirt and a tote bag.   

There will be two sessions offered: 

The first will be offered Saturday, February 4th and 11th from 10:00am -noon.  
The second will be offered Saturday, February 18th and 25th from 10:00am -noon.   
 
These classes will be held at Grace’s home- 7258 St. Rt. 415, just west of Bath towards Kanona. 
Class sizes will be small so pre-registration is required.   
 
Grace will provide the patterns and the machines.  Each person will need to supply sweatshirt fabric  

(do not get fleece) and ribbing.  Grace has a supply of ribbing in many colors which you may not find in 

fabric shops.  You can purchase this from her @.22 cents per inch. She also has sweatshirt fabric 

available or you can purchase elsewhere.  She will provide the thread and sewing supplies. 

 

Sweatshirt fabric:  1 ½ yards sweatshirt fabric for size youth –adult medium 

1 ¾ Yards sweatshirt fabric for Adult  L-XL 
 Ribbing: 12” 
 
This will count as a sewing project for the 2012 4-H year.  You will complete your project record sheet 

during the class and you will receive a certificate for completing the class.  As part of this project you will 

also be encouraged to attend a county clothing evaluation in April and the clothing revue that will be 

held on Friday, May 4, 2012 at the Avoca Central School. 

Pre-registration is required.  The sign-up form is on the CCE website: putknowledgetowork.com.
